Background

Empowerment Inclusion Janajati Women (EIJW) Projed been implementing its district-level
activities in Dolpa district. Based on the projdotument, output 3, activity 3.1, the district leve
alliance/network has been formed. The alliance MMIF-DCC have organized and conducted
the interaction and training program to raise awass among indigenous people of Dolpa on
indigenous women'’s rights. The alliance has beesrdinating and networking with district
local line agencies, political member, and civicisty to sensitize on indigenous women’s
rights. A total 102 participants participated ire tinteraction and training organized at the
district.

Dolpa district is located in Mid Western DevelopmBegion of Nepal. It is one of the excluded
and backward districts in the context of developmekccording to the 10 National Population
Census 2001, the total population of Dolpa distgc22,068 (male 11,137 and female 10,936)
and the indigenous people’s population is 8,901léma®8B43 and female 4,563) (see the table-1).
Table-2 show that the Gurung, Magar and Sherpalatpa is higher than other indigenous
groups.

The NIWF-DCC and alliance on Jestha 29-31, 2064amized three days workshop to raise
awareness on indigenous women's role and resplitresbin constituent assembly at the DDC
office . A total of 41 participants from differewivil society organizations participated in the
workshop (see the participant name list annex-2. $htya Rokay was the main facilitator of the
workshop.

NIWF/EIJW project district-level activities in Dadp commenced little later than rest of other
districts due to accessibility reasons. Right afiter formation of the NIWF-DCC, the district level



alliance was formed. The alliance meeting iderditiee various issues of indigenous women. Out of
them, in the present context, lack of knowledgeconstituent assembly was found out as the most
important issue, which needed to be addressed imated Hence, NIWF-DCC and alliance
organized two days training on "Constituent Assgfhblhe alliance meeting also decided that the
resource person from central level will be givea tesponsibility to provide the training.

Training on Constituent Assembly (Second -quarter)

According to the decision of alliance meeting #élleance member organized two days training on
"Constituent Assembly” on Asar 19-20, 2064. Inatoti0 participants representing different

indigenous communities and organizations partiegpain the training. As per the alliance and
NIWF-DCC request, EIJW project provided AdvocatesMBhanti Kumari Rai as the facilitator for

the training. She carried her responsibility quitell and was able to impart knowledge and
information on indigenous women role, rights, andstituent assembly.
