3.3 Launching of district level advocacy as per tissues and methods identified in 3.2

Training on Constituent Assembly (second -quarter)

National Indigenous Women's Federation (NIWF) hasnkd its district coordination council in
Bhojpur to implement EIJW project in the distri@ince its formation the district coordination
council has been working actively in the distriot the empowerment of the local indigenous
women. At first, district level alliance of NIWF owrising of different civil society organizations
working in the field of indigenous people has béamed in the initiation of NIWF-DCC. The
alliance has conducted meetings to identify issweblem and methods for launching of district
level advocacy. One of the key issues identifiedofsutmost importance was the lack of
knowledge on constituent assembly among indigemamen. So to generate awareness, NIWF-
DCC and alliance members decided to arrange tigiom constituent assembly. The two days
training on "Constituent Assembly & Rights of Indigous Women" took place on Jestha 2064, 29-
30 in Bhojpur. In total, there were 31 attendegweagenting different indigenous communities.
(See the training minute annex 2). Nepal Kirat Rihila Sangh, central committee sent its
member Ms. Rama Rai to manage and participateei2 tthays training and to monitor the overall
district level activities. In addition, to this sh&ended alliance meeting and met with government
officials to gather information regarding distrievel budget allocation and also to understand thei
perception on indigenous women.

Advocate Ms. Shanti Kumari Rai was appointed adfdlditator of the training. In the beginning
she presented the concept paper on constituent.pafper that, participants were engaged in the
discussion on various topics relating to constit@wssembly.
